How do they inform your 
songwriting process today?   

I learn different things from 
different artists...Ryan Ad-
ams is definitely an influence 
as far as overall sound.  I 
learn from Jay Farrar’s abil-
ity to sing beyond a love 
song, and I admire Jeff 
Tweedy’s ability to combine a 
non-traditional voice with a 
poignant verse and make a 
great song. 

What are your goals as a 
BearGrass Artist? 

I want to become a traveling 
musician and turn more 
people onto not just myself 
but others on the label. I like 
the small-business approach 
of the BearGrass:  it’s all 
about helping the artists 
make a great record, which 
all of us here are capable of 
doing! 

 

Here is the way it works… 

Bear Grass Records has opened a  
Independent Record Label account 
with CD Baby.  That gives Bear Grass 
Records the permission to submit it’s 
signed artists music on their behalf to 
CD Baby for sale and digital distribu-
tion.  Bear Grass Records sends 5  
CDs (to get started) into CD Baby with 
the appropriate barcode, that has been 
purchased from CD Baby for $20.00, 
CD Baby puts the discs into their 
warehouse, rips the songs off the CD 
at the appropriate bitrate, builds a 
website, links our music to similar art-
ists and sends the MP3’s to all of the 
download sites.  The cost is $35.00 per 
release.
