The message I'm trying to convey from my music is not usually apparent until I've listened to it weeks or more after it
was written. I imagine listening to my songs in order as they were written would be like reading my Autobiography.

As far as the actual writing, I consider my self two very different artists. and therefore I tend to write two very differ-
ent ways.

One side of me wants to be a corporate songwriter, write for mainstream artists, hear my songs on the radio and how
another artist relates to them, live in a cabin the mountains and spend my roy-
alty check on wine and guitar strings. When I write this way, it's struc-

tured and planned. and geared towards a specific audience.

The other side of me is the "artist" this side wants to sing my own mu-

sic, whether it’s for an audience of 1 or the obvious goal of thou-

sands. I probably won’t market the music I write in this way. When 1

write this way, it's unplanned and random, I usually start playing and record
the words that come out naturally. Later I will sand off the rough edges. This
1s the most natural thing I know and sometimes it comes out in a matter of
minutes.

What does the future hold in store? Do you see yourself as more of a touring/
recording artist or a writing/publishing artist? Danny Mcintoch

I guess I have always seen my self as more of a writer than a recording artist.
